Robert Clark is a freelance photographer based in Brooklyn, NY, where has lived for nearly thirty years. Robert is the
author of six monographs: Evolution: A Visual Record, Feathers: Displays of Brilliant Plumage, First Down Houston: A
Year with the Houston Texans, Image America - the first photography book shot solely with a cellphone camera, and
most recently Friday Night Lives, about high school football players in Odessa, Texas.

Robert has worked regularly for National Geographic Magazine. During his 25 years with National Geographic, he
has photographed more than 50 stories. His cover article “Was Darwin Wrong?” helped National Geographic garner a
National Magazine award in 2005. Early in his career, Robert documented the lives of high school football players for
the book Friday Night Lights. In 2003, the Museum of Fine Arts Houston brought Robert back to Texas to capture the
first year of the new NFL team, the Houston Texans. Robert recently directed the short film “8 Seconds” as part of an
advertorial campaign for Russell Athletic which won a Clio Award in 2017.

Robert’s work with Darwinism and evolution, photographing the elegance, ferocity, and prowess of birds and their
feathers reflects the theme of Hope in this year’s Festival. Education is a significant element of Robert’s work. The
exhibition reveals the history of feathers, from the first fossilized feather to some of the most colorful and
impressive birds from around the world, their stark differences, surprising similarities, and distinct functionality.
